b. Personal Essay (Statement) — Include a personal letter telling why you should be considered for a
scholarship. Refer to special family circumstances (i.e. illness, unusual medical expenses, job loss,
Etc.) or other pertinent information that will support your application.

c. TWO Letters of Recommendations (a minimum of one from a teacher and/or second teacher,
Employer, clergyman, club advisor and or coach)

d. SAT/ACT Score report

e. School Transcript

When uploading Specific Essays, be sure to name the file as such, here is an example of a file name for
the Emagin Book Scholarship, Filename: EMAGIN.Best.L.2021.

All information requested on the scholarship application must be furnished. If all required sections are not
completed, you will be disqualified. Every application must include an essay and resume.

The application is available on Schoology. Applicants are to follow the instructions of completion. Every
senior will receive this information via the students’ Schoology accounts and district e-mail address.

A student may apply to any of the scholarships in this bulletin for which he/she is eligible.
